Though not deadly to Klingons, if other sources of
food are scarce they have been knoun to swarm a being
and ingest the blood until the victim is drained and
dead. They also will swarm if the eggs are threatened
in any way.

They feed by piercing the flesh with their pointed
barbs and injecting an anesthetic. They drink their
fill, then withdraw the barbs, leaving a good sized
wound. Within a few hours the site swells, depending on
the age and health of the victim. It can swell to as
large as 6 inches in diameter and 1 1/2 inches high. 1IFf
the cyst is on the extremities, it is usually not fatal,
but if on the throat or chest area, the swelling can
cause death. If the victim is swarmed, the anesthetic
renders paralysis which is why they can drain a victim
dry.

Its
loud, deep roar and vicious habits make it the most
feared animal in the galaxy. The SuSval likes to lie in
bushes and trees and leap wupon its prey. It eats
everything it hunts. Many hunters and others have been
killed and dragqed away and eaten by the SuSval. It
stalks its prey very quietly, following them for long
periods of time seeking its weakness and strength and
then uses it to its advantage, When attacking or
defending itself large sharp spikes appear and rise from
the back of the SuSval. With these and its large <claws
it rips and tears the victim's flesh apart.

The SuSval is slightly smaller but much heavier
than the Terran mountain lion. A male may grow to about
9 feet long, including its 2 1/2 long spike-tipped tail,
and may weigh up to 320 pounds. Its coat is heavy fur
with a layer of scales beneath it, usually deep brown or
brownish-yellow and marked with dark spots. The darker
the coat, the more powerful the SuSval is. Some have a
coal black color and their strength is 2 1/2 times that
of an average Klingon  warrior. The Ancient Klingons
believed the SuSval was a god and their descendants
still revere it. It gives troops added fighting
ability to believe that the valSus is behind them. One
of the most ferocious yet quiet animals known to the
Klingon race, it is feared by all as an enemy.

They must
be pulled apart and speared through the genital
area. After death the under belly softens allowing it
to be cut. The sweet tenderness of the meat makes it a
prize. -Then the plates are cut apart and holes drilled
for whatever use is needed.

Surprisingly this animal is warm bloocded and after
a gestation period of 14 Kronos months, it gives birth
to live young. As it grows the plates are replaced with
larger ones until it reaches maturity, then plate growth
stops. It is surprisingly fast for such a large, heavy
creature--but six legs are helpful.

It feeds on insects by dipping into the soil and
decaying trees. It will also dig for any animal that
digs burrows for homes. Their color is a very dark
gray, and are easily spotted, but with the protective
plates it has no fear of beast or Klingon.

Spikes on its back and fins
serve as weapons and as a means of defense.

flating takes place from the eighth month until the
twelfth month of the Klingon calendar. The female fish
lays a clutch of 1000-2000 eggs weeks burying them in‘the
sand of the bottom of the lake. The offspring hatch two
months later. Many of them fall victim to other
carnivorous fishes. On average, about 50-75 young fishes
survive to adulthood.

DESCRIPTION AND HABITS: A tree-dweller, the Leaf Licker
gets its name from its habit of licking moisture and
insects from leaves with its rough agile tongue which
seems to dart in an out in a flash. It will also descend
to the ground in order to feed upon ant colonies in
fallen logs and branches. Its sturdy feet assure it a
firm grip on even small branches.

Strangely enough, this creature does not bear live
young, but lays leathery eggs in dead trees or logs, and
leaves them to their fate. The young instinctively begin
to feed after hatching.

The leaf-licker is brightly colored in yellow and
rusty-red, the females more colorful than the males. It
makes short high pitched piercing sounds as it goes
along, which become sharper and more rapid when excited.

DESCRIPTION AND HABITS: - The hide of the Lizard Hound
is tough and scaley, yellow and brown in color, its eyes
are red. It prowls the badlands of Kiahz seeking the
young of other species to devour them, being often
forced to face their parents. But it is well prepared
to take on most any other animal its oun size and some
larger. Its powerful beak, once it seizes hold, is able
to rend fur, scales and flesh.

It mates in late spring after a ritual dance, and
4-7 offspring are born before winter in a cave where the
pack takes shelter, to remain until spring. The parents
are especially active as cold weather approaches,
bringing home large guantites of meat that soon freeze
and keep if not eaten.

The Lizard Hound has a sharp bark; during mating
the badlands echa to the sound of their mating rituals.

OESCRIPTION AND HABITS: This large insect emerges from
its nest in hollow logs to prey upon small animals and
insects at dawn, brings them home to feast upon them
during the day, repeating the process at noon and before
dusk. It stalks its prey by scooting along on its hind
legs and pushing with its tail until it spots its prey,
then pauses to wait for the right moment to reach out
with its long forelegs to hook them into its flesh and
pull them within reach of its powerful twin beaks. These
in turn crush and rip its victim in preparation for
eating.

It lays its long slender white eggs in its nest,
then abandons them and goes to prepare a new nest. Dark
bluish in color, it makes a raspy noise in mating season,
when it swarms.

DESCRIPTION AND HABITS: Dwelling in shallow water and
hiding among reeds and other water plants, this vicious
turtle waits for prey, then darts out, propelled by
powerful legs and tail, to seize it with its sharp,
powerful beak. Once fastened, it will not let go, but
continue to ‘thrash and jerk its head to secure its

meal. Like the Swamp Croaker, it almost always succeeds
in at least a mouthful of flesh. 1Its back is usually
covered with slime, obscuring its usual brown color, but
not its red eyes. It is voiceless.

Marsh turtles mate in spring, laying greyish eggs in
shallow water. The female guards them diligently until
they hatch, and for two weeks afterward, as the male will
often eat his offspring.

DESCRIPTION AND HABITS: Melk'Tag is a huge shaggy white
wolf that hunts in the dense woodlands of the Kristak
Mountain range. the male has enlarged canine teeth,
used to attack its prey and to defend itself. The
female's canine teeth are half the size of the
male's. With its white fur in winter and its summer
coat of mottled grey as camoflage, many travellers come
near enough to hear its eerie haunting howl. Few who
have seen the fMelk'Tag ever forget it.

The Melk'Tag is revered among the hill peoples of
the Makura Clan as a symbol for the clan's strength and
unity. All over the Kristak mountain range, the  wolf
knights of the Makura c¢lan, cloaked in their white
pelts, patrol the slopes of one of Kronos' coldest
tundra regions.

Its powerful fangs can kill immediately once it
seizes a victim, then it rips it apart and begins to
feast. These wolves mate during the 3rd and 7th months
of the Klingon calendar. Gestation period is 58 to 65
days; the female bears a litter of 4 to 7 young that
are weaned in three months. It barks and whines,
though with a more husky sound than Terran wolves.

DESCRIPTION AND HABITS: The Night-Flying Man-Biter is
comparatively harmless-looking by Klingon standards.
However it is ranked among one of the deadliest. Its
ability to move and fly about soundlessly combined with
the taste for Klingon blood is a force to be reckoned
withs It feeds mostly on the blood and brains of wvarious
animals.

The Man-Biter is usually said to be completely silent
and voiceless, although it is rumored that when one dies,
the land for miles around is filled with an eerie shrill
scream. The Night-Flying Man-Biter rarely mates,
of the rarity of the species.

Whenever a male and female meet, they almost
mate. The pregnant female then returns to her own
usually in the crotch of a very large tree but
in the trunk, the grass or even in a hole in the
ground. When the baby is ready to be born the female
begins to fly. The baby Man-Biter is born in midair and
must fly immediately or die. This in part accounts for
the rarity of the deadly Night Flying Man-Biter.
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
